SETUP & BREAKDOWN

e  Setup starts at 5:00 p.m.
e  Artists will be directed where to unload and park vehicles.
e  Artists must have their vehicles off the set-up area by 6:00 p.m.

®  Artists set up by 6:30 p.m. and welcome to stay until the movie
starts.

BOOTH PROVISIONS

e One 10’ x 10’ space

e  Vendor will provide own tent, table, chair, etc..

e  Parks and Rec staff will show artists to set up location—around
perimeter of event
